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During my time at the University of Portsmouth 
Students’ Union, I have worked on a vast array 
of projects, including; Brand development and 
guardianship, managing the in-house marketing 
team, development of all visual identity, all the 
way from small social media campaigns, to 
large-scale events, like Freshers’ Fayre. 
The following pages include some of my 
favourite achievements...

Union Guide/Wall-Planner

Every year, the Union works hard to develop 
their yearly prospectus - a key promotional 
tool to tell incoming, perspective and existing 
students about all the work the Union does.

Every year, we are faced with the same 
challenges; production costs and time, what 
messaging and copy to include, size of the 
document, form and function. The key question 
being “How do we move this from ephemera to 
something that people want to keep?”

This particular year, I merged the existing 
student calender with the guide, to create a 
fold out booklet, that encourages the reader to 
unravel the ‘golden thread’ of information, in 
order to reach their academic calender within. 
Rather than overloading the audience with 
bulky text and images, the passages include 
bite-sized paragraphs of text and QR codes 
that link to relevant areas of the website. This 

content to be kept up to date and, with the 
addition of the wall-planner, gives the design 
a multi-use function, encouraging students to 
keep using it throughout the year.

Freshers’ & Opportunity Fayre’s Identity 

Freshers’ Fayre is the Unions biggest annual 
event, with an average of over twenty thousand 
students attending each year. This can last 
for a full week of activities and includes three 
opportunities fayres; Skills Development, 
Wellness and Representation.

When joining the Union, the brand identity 
for this event had not been reviewed in over 
six years and with physical and digital 
engagement numbers dwindling, I knew it 
was time for change.

Using student consultation and feedback, 
I asked my team to do some research and 
development, in order to gather data on what 
our audience would like to see. Once this 
was collated, I started to create three main 
concepts. All three were, creatively, miles apart 

years. The winning concept was determined 
by focus groups and student surveys and 
welcomed with overwhelming praise. 
The maximalist layout, along with the playful 
illustrations and colourful pallet was just what 
the current cohort of eighteen to twenty-one 
year old majority needed. Last year we saw 
one of the biggest turn-outs for footfall we have 
seen in ten years.
